EXERCISE: Rose Window Basics

Create the basic structure of a Gothic Rose Window
Steps:
1. Bisect this circle. Find the midpoint.

2. With your compass, determine
the radius.

3. Divide the circle into 6 or 12
sections, using the radius as
a guide.

4. This is one of the basic processes of
creating a rose window design.
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After you have completed the work, compare it to a work from the Gothic period.
Make sure you point out similarities and differences and cite details.
